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a) They were forced off their land as the
Europeans moved in took their land. This forced
them away from food resources, as a result they
began to starve.

bYhey died from diseases such as TB. They had
no immunity to these diseases

¢) They died when they fought with the
Europeans.They often "stole" European goods
which angered the Europeans

d) They also fought with the Mikmags who had
guns while the Beothuk only had bow and
arrows. These two tribes didn't get along as they

competed for territory.

e) They already had low numbers(500) so
it didn't take long for them to die . *optional
