1. Your lyrics/poem must contain historically accurate information about the impact of contact.

2. If writing a poem, you must have a minimum of four stanzas

3. If writing a song, you must have a minimum of two verses and a chorus.

4. Both the poem/song must be recorded or performed live.

5. Lyrics and recording must be submitted
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1. Record your daily food items that you consume for one day ( all meals and snacks).

2. Choose three of these items and research where they are produced and an average cost.

3. Write a journal (minimum of two paragraphs, 5 complete sentences per paragraph, topic and concluding sentences), explaining how your food production and distribution is different from the early settlers /aboriginal peoples. Must include factual information about how products were made and distributed as learned in class and through your own research.
4. Include your daily food items and your essay in the same assignment. You can type or neatly write your essay. Please double space if hand writing and check your work for spelling. (Spell Check/Dictionary)

Option C
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1. Your comic strip should follow the understood expectations of a comic strip: images, visual interest, characters, colour, dialogue, and situational story.

2. Keep the storyboard/comic strip focused on the topic of the effects of contact on First Nations.

2. The comic strip can be either on a large sheet of paper or created digitally (iPad apps are available). 

3 The cells should be the same size and flow from left to right in a 3x3 grid (if only creating nine cells) or any other variation on the layout that works best for your story.

Option D
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1. YOU are the European (English, Irish, French, Scottish etc) Settler. The letter is from your point of view, based on your experience with first meeting aboriginal person or group. 

2. Write your entry as if the events just happened today. Use language that is based on LEARNED historical fact. 

For example: I saw the young boys sitting at the water’s edge. Their face was painted red with black stripes. They looked so much like me and my brothers, but they were different in so many ways.

3. The journal should be THREE paragraphs long and include descriptive and accurate detail of TIME (year, season) LOCATION (where you are in Canada) EXPERIENCE (with the people/groups/person) and COMUNICATION (the story of your interaction)

4. This can be typed or handwritten. Please double space if hand writing and check your work for spelling. (Spell Check/Dictionary)
