Chapter 5: Life in BNA
Part One Notes

· The two events that shaped BNA were:

- in the treaty of 1763 France had to give control of it's lands to Britain. (those in British North America)

-In 1776, colonies south of New Brunswick rebelled against Britain and formed the USA. 

· Colony: a territory of the home country in another part of the world.

· Royal Proclamation: this said that First nations lands were not allowed to be taken over unless there was a meeting first. 

· The territories were given to the HBC by Britain to control without asking the First nations.

· Newfoundland territory included only the coast of Labrador

· There was a French Shore in NL where French had permission to live and fish.

· Province of Canada was made of Canada East (French) and Canada west (English) 

Population (page 3) and Economics

· In 1851 the population was about 2.5 million.

· The largest city was Montreal (58 000).

· In the east, the majority(the most) were Europeans and the minority(the least) were First Nations.This was reversed in the HBC lands. 

· 85% lived in rural areas (living outside of towns and cities) and 15% lived in urban areas (cities and towns).

· The economy of BNA was controlled by Europeans.

· The main resources: fish, fur and timber.

· Most jobs were in the primary and secondary industries.

· Aboriginals found it hard in the new economy.

· Most worked as traders with HBC but also carried on their traditional lives. 

Economies of the Colonies in BNA

Province of Canada(page 4)

· In Canada West the economy was based on farming and lumbering.

· There was also manufacturing (ex. wool goods/furniture)

· In Canada East there was farming but the main city (Montreal which was the largest city) was important in shipping and the businesses that went along with it. 

Newfoundland

· The economy of Newfoundland was based on the fishery as it had been since the 1600s. 1/5th (20%) of the people lived in St. John's

· In Labrador the economy was based on the fishery (European) but the Inuit worked at the fur trade. 

New Brunswick (page 5)

· In NB the main industry was shipbuilding because the availability of tall, straight trees. Other industries were logging, saw milling, sail making, carpentry and rope making. 

· Farming and logging along the Saint John River. 

Nova Scotia

· most of the wealth came from the sea. People lived along the 

coast and were fishers, sailors,and shipbuilders. Halifax was a main port for navy and for trade.

· In the Annapolis Valley there was farming (apple orchards)

· Manufacturing as well (wood, leather, and metal)

PEI and HBC Lands (page 6)

· Shipbuilding was a big part of the economy(PEI)

· Farming was very important too as PEI has excellent soil.

· Absentee landowners rented the land to people in PEI (absentee landowners are people who own land in one place but live in another)

· The economy of the HBC was based on the fur-trade. The HBC had posts throughout the region.

· The posts were along rivers for ease of transportation.
