	Main Industries

	Province of Canada
	Canada West: lumbering, manufacturing for goods like furniture, carriages, and woolen goods.
Canada East: some farming but Montreal was an important port for shipping

	Newfoundland
	Newfoundland: the main industry was fishing since the 1600s. 1/5 or 20% of people lived in St. John’s.
Labrador: the Innu and Inuit were involved in the fur trade with the Europeans. Some fishing from islanders as well.

	New Brunswick
	 NB was a center for shipbuilding, making up to 100 a year. There was also small farming and logging communities. The port of Saint John was also important for trade. 

	Nova Scotia
	Most people worked as fishers, sailors, and shipbuilders. Halifax was an important port for shipping, trade and the navy. There was also small farming communities (ex. Annapolis Valley) and manufacturing of wood, leather and metal goods. 

	P.E.I.
	Farming was an important as the soil was good for growing. Most land was owned by absentee landowners (people who own land but live somewhere else)


	North-Western Territory, Rupert’s Land, Vancouver’s Island, and New Caledonia
	Fur trading posts were set up a long the rivers for the fur trade.  First Nations would bring furs to trading posts to exchange for European goods.
