1. Define the following:

i)  Immigrant:  An individual who moves into a country other than their place of origin.
ii) Emigrate:  To leave (or exit) a country. 
iii) Push factors:  Reasons why people chose to leave their place of origin. 
Examples:  Violence, lack of jobs, and poor health care.

iv) Pull Factors:  Reasons why people chose to move to a particular area.   

Examples:  plenty of jobs, safe communities, and good health care.

3. From the chart on page 36 and 37 explain why each of these groups came to Newfoundland:
i) The English:  The connection dates back to around 1497. The main reason why the English came to Newfoundland was for the migratory cod fishery, which started in the late 1500s Eventually they settled  here. The Napoleonic wars also meant travel was difficult. 
ii) The French: The French first started coming here in 1662    (Placentia).         Most of the French came from Nova Scotia and Cape Breton. They also fished on the French islands of St. Pierre and Miquelon.  

iii) The Irish: Many Irish came as part of the migratory fishery. The Irish came here to escape religious persecution and poverty which came as the result of population increase and crop failures. 
iv) The Scottish: Scottish settlement dates back to the 19th C, mostly coming from Cape Breton. The number of settlers was small.
