1. Pre industrial means a time before manufacturing began.

2. Industrial means the time that factories were producing goods and products.

3. Post industrial means a time since industry where improvements have made production easier.

4. Natural resources are the things that are produced from the land and can be either renewable or non renewable.

5. The phrase, Aboriginal people refers to all people living in a land from earliest times. Each aboriginal person belongs to a specific group across Canada: The Inuit, First Nations, and the first Métis.
6. Other terms to know: time immemorial ( 25), tupet (25) , Mukashan (28), private ownership (30), migratory (32), treaties (37), Covenant Chain of Treaties (37), Treaties of Peace and Friendship (37) , mamateek (39)
