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BLACKOUT IN ST. JOHN’S

1. People who walked through the city at night to make sure all lights were out were called: 
wardens (Note: they wore Air Raid Precautions (ARP) identification armbands)
2. When a siren sounded citizens had to stay 

inside where they were and had to make sure all 

windows and doors were covered.

3. The St. John’s Air Raid Precautions organization was run by volunteers and there were over 1000 people trained in survival and rescue work. 

4. The Air Force would fly over the city to:

make sure blackouts were being enforced and they were effective.
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INTERNMENT CAMPS:

1. An interment camp would hold imprisoned residents that had the same ethnic background as the enemy (i.e. German, Italians, Japanese). 

2. An internee is also known as a enemy alien OR civilian prisoner. 

3. There was an Internment camp built in Victoria, Conception Bay. It was to hold 1000 German and Italian prisoners of war. Why didn’t this base ever have prisoners?

When Britain decided to send prisoners of war both Canadian and
American governments disagreed.  They were concerned for the 
safety of their bases.  Germany might attack to free the 
prisoners.
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GERMAN WEATHER STATION IN LABRADOR:

1. Labrador is the only example
of an armed German landing in North Amearica.
2. The U-boot was used to ship 
materials for an automatic weather station from Germany to 
Labrador.
3. The Germans transmitted minute long signals to northern Europe stations every three hours.

4. The Germans used the weather signals 
to predict weather forecasts.  This information helped the 
Germans plan for ships and U-boats in the North Atlantic.
5. The information was found in the 1970’s by a former employee of the Siemens Company.  In 1980 the Canadian Armed Forces found and dismantled the site.
