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Visual Presentation of the Heritage Fair
In this section of the Heritage Fair students are required to prepare both an oral and visual presentation of their research. This portion is meant to emphasize the visual aspects of the Heritage Fair research. In this part of the Heritage Fair project, visuals follow the outline of the research worksheets and are used to present to viewers, the information in a pictoral and oral format or other visual means. This visual portion is then to be presented orally in class. 

If students are working together both students must participate in the oral presentation. Partners are not permitted to divide the work so one student prepares and the other presents. Rubrics for the grading of the visual and oral portions of the paper will be provided to each student.  It is possible that two students working together may get different marks based on the oral presentation.
The visual portion can be done in a variety of ways. You can even do combinations but the project must be no less than 5 minutes and no more than 10 minutes. 
Backboard Display
For students who choose a table top display project consider the following: 
· Use a balance of text and pictures to tell the story of your project! Don’t have all text or all pictures on your backboard.  
· Including your full name(s) and teacher on the backboard
· Include such things as artifacts, photos, illustrations and newspaper/magazine clippings. Props also really add to your project.
· Creativity and organization are also part of the mark for your backboard display in addition to content.  
· Use a text and font that is easily visible (22 size font suggested) 
Power Point
· Balance of text and pictures  (not all text). Each slide should have a text and pictures. 
· Use a background, colour and font that are easily seen by the audience. Font size no less than 22. 

· Sounds can be inserted into your presentation.

· Make sure to use a program that we have access to in the school. 

· Must include a title and credit panel 

· Must be at least 10 panels in addition to the title and credits
· Marks will be given for creativity and organization in addition to content. 

Video 
· All submissions must be in DVD format and not exceed 10 minutes in length. 
· To be directed by students with a minimum of technical help from teachers or advisors. 
· Use a program that we have access to in VJH
· Again use props and visuals in your video. 
· Submissions must include a title and credits. 
· Marks will be given for creativity and organization in addition to content. 

Please see your teacher if you chose to do another format other than listed. 

Other Guidelines:
· All outlines must have be accompanied by 3 source cards . The outline and the source cards are worth 10 marks. 
· Oral presentations should not exceed 10 minutes in duration and be no less than 5. 
· Students are not permitted to read their presentations off the backboard. It is suggested the use of cue cards or another form of organized speaking points should be developed separately for the student to refer to when presenting. 
· You must tell your teacher a minimum of 7 days prior to due date if you have any technical requirements (ex. Data projector/CD player).

· If you are chosen for the school wide Heritage Fair you must provide these technical requirements yourself. There may not be enough school supplies to share with everyone so you must be prepared.  
· Print or write legibly or type your material using a large font (minimum 22) 
· Organize your visual in a format that will be easy for viewers to follow using headings if applicable.
· Do not overcrowd your display.
· Be creative and colourful as part of your marks will be on this aspect.
· Balance your display with photos/illustrations and text .
· Choose artifacts for your table that people can pick up and examine 
· If your project is a performance, consider providing your audience with some printed background information and credits for those who helped you 
· Make sure your project is easily transportable. 
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
